“The groups we are working
with on the ground are doing an
excellent job,” reports FTH's
Stefan Radelich, after his recent
trip to the region. “We especially
rejoice over the work in Thai-
land.” Thailand is officially a
Buddhist nation with only a
handful of churches among the
600,000 people in the two prov-

inces most affected by the
tsunami. The need for evange-
lism is great. In conjunction
with every distrbution of food,
Charlie Milbrodt of Living
Word Ministries has sent teams
of counselors, evangelists, and
church planters. Over 100,000
copies of books by Joyce Meyer
and Billy Joe Daugherty have
been printed in Thai and are
put in every family pack. Souls
are coming to Christ and
churches are being born
among precious people who
have never heard the Gospel.

Sri Lanka, also primarily Bud-
dhist, has been a hotbed of
persecution against Christian-
ity. Any aid given through the
government has been denied
to Christian organizations. Yet
your gifts translated into needed
food and relief items given directly
through vibrant churches to our
brothers and sisters in Christ; this
outpouring of compassion has
empowered the Church to share the
love of Jesus in a way that was
impossible before the tsunami.

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TSUNAMI SURVIVORS

The massive supply of food to
local ministries in India has
become, in one minister’s words,
a “filling station for food and new
life in Christ.”

Our partners at India Christian
Mission and Harvest Vision
Ministries have seen the fruits
of your gifts already multiply-
ing. Their food distribution
programs help over 1,000
families daily. Hundreds of
fishing families along the coast-
line, a Hindu area strongly
resistant to the Gospel, have
seen God in action and new
believers are coming to Christ
every day. One village has
been nicknamed “the Promised
Land” and now has its first
church being built.

In addition to providing basic
necessities, Feed The Hungry
has expanded its efforts to
include more than just food.
Pots, pans, and fishing nets are
helping families get back on
their feet economically. An-

other blessing comes from the
Angel Vitamin Alliance which
has donated thousands of
bottles of children’s multi-
vitamin, specially formulated
for the unique needs of the
youngest tsunami survivors in
Indonesia.

Let’s continue to pray for our
newfound family in the faith,
the survivors of this terrible
event, and our partner minis-
tries who are hard at work

providing aid. Through this
tragedy, multitudes from all
faiths are seeing the love of the
living God revealed through
your gifts of compassion.

Jean Pierre Rummens, direc-
tor of FTH-Germany, spoke of one
especially poignant moment he had
while in Sri Lanka. He came across
the rubble of a small church, where
only three main posts and the pulpit
remained. “The pulpit was still
standing up straight,” he recounts.
“For me it was God saying, ‘I have
everything in control.’ The believ-
ers here are eager to share the
gospel!”

For the people of these ravaged
countries, the Church represents
shelter and safety. People seek out
the tents erected for worship for
their supplies and food, and they
now see that God is real and cares
for their needs. Our workers are
reporting that new cell church
groups are springing up to nurture
the new Christians.
