we had the privilege of spending time with Pastor Barkat,
founder of the Christian Fellowship of Pakistan. This
organization runs an orphanage, a day school, and

a tailoring shop that also functions as a teaching tool.
Boys and girls can begin to learn tailoring, a skill that
will enable them to make a living later on.

Two of our pastors had the chance to preach at one of
the few churches in Lahore. The outside of the church
was guarded by police officers to protect members of the
congregation from religious radicals. “It takes a strong

church to stand up against that,” says J.P. Rummens.

“The food distribution was a great witness, not just to
the people who went home with a bag of food, but also
to the leaders and the government that were able to see
that Christians care about their neighbors.”

Our team feels blessed to have spent time in a country
that is full of turmoil, but also brimming with hope for a
better future. Please continue to pray for our brothers
and sisters who remain at work in Pakistan, and for those
whose lives are touched by their service. B

The class is divided into
teams and assigned special projects. Bonnie McKee and her team were told that
their assignment was simply to feed the hungry.

The team decided to feed as many people as possible during the three hours they
had. The first thing Bonnie thought of was a program she had seen on TV about

organizations working to feed
people in Africa. “l jumped on
the internet and found Feed the
Hungry—specifically Project
Africa,” she says. “It was perfect
because for $10 you could
feed 250 people. Our team

got on our cell phones and
started making calls to
everyone we knew. We asked
for donations, and then had
those people call and enroll
others into donating money online. We kept track

of all the donations received and it added up to
approximately $14,000 by the end of our game.

It was an amazing feeling to know that over 300,000
people were being fed because eight people put in

a few hours worth of effort.”

It's incredible how much of a difference just a few
people can make in the lives of those in need. Feed
the Hungry wants to thank Bonnie and her team
for the work they did—not just providing meals,
but raising awareness about world hunger and how
easy it is to help.
