INDONESIA DISASTER RELIEF UPDATE 
When a 7.6 magnitude earthquake struck Padang (Southern Sumatra) on Sept 30th 2009 FTH distribution partners, 

Pondok Kasih (PK), sprang into action. Within 3 days a logistics team and their first shipment of relief supplies had 
landed in Padang via an Indonesian military plane. PK began to identify people who needed priority relief and filled in 

any gaps of other organisations also working in the areas.  
 

PK sent 75 tonnes of food and relief items via ship and military transport plane. Emergency food packs were distributed 
to 2969 families in 45 locations. These packs consisted of: prepared meals, food staples, water, clothing, blankets, 
tarps, Samaritan’s Purse gift boxes, wheelchairs, kitchen supplies and love.  
 

All disaster relief was distributed freely without regard to religion, ethnicity, social status or background. 
Thank you partners for your generous response to our October 2009 appeal making all this possible. 

1,115 people tragically lost their lives; 2,902 people were injured; over 1.2 million people were affected by total or 

partial loss of their home and source of employment; Hospitals, mosques, schools and hotels were damaged in the 
bustling port city; the earthquake also caused water pipes to burst which contributed to landslides in unstable areas, 

burying whole villages and hundreds of people – survivors scrambled to rescue people with their bare hands.
